Introduction
In 2016, Artist Trust celebrated 30 years of 
support for art at its source: the individual 
artist. Since its inception in 1986, Artist Trust 
has stayed true to its core mission: to support 
and encourage artists of all disciplines to enrich 
community life throughout Washington State. 
Artist Trust redoubled its efforts in 2016 as a 
connector, supporter, and funder for artists 
through a refreshed lens of a responsive, 
community-driven Strategic Plan and Racial 
Equity Framework. This new direction has 
already had a great impact, giving artists the 
tools, connections, and support to build a 
stronger practice. Some highlights from 2016:

Awarded over $350,000—our largest amount 
ever—to 85 artists, and reached another 
2,500 artists with expanding programming 
and resources.

Attracted over 150,000 users to our website, 
more than half from Washington State, 
seeking out information on statewide arts 
events, opportunities, and other valuable 
resources.

Hosted a sold out exhibition with 
performances by Artist Trust grant recipients 
from across Washington State in celebration 
of our 30th anniversary.

Publicly launched our Campaign for a 
Creative Future, a $3.5 million campaign 
to ensure the longevity of grants to artists 
of all disciplines throughout the state of 
Washington.

Redoubled our efforts for greater geographic 
reach, taking Artist Trust on Tour to Port 
Townsend, Tacoma, Bellingham, and 
Spokane, bringing programming and 
increased collaboration to 11 other locations 
throughout Washington State, and growing 
our Spokane satellite office with the hiring of 
a Spokane Program Coordinator.

And we did all this while keeping our budget 
lean and Artist Trust’s own business practices 
strong. This is all thanks to the incredible 
community support we’ve received. Thank 
you for looking back with us in this report of 
2016, and looking forward to a future where we 
continuously better our work in support of the 
incredible artists in our great state. Together, we 
are supporting the artists who make Washington 
State a better place to be.

Artist Trust offers events, workshops, and 
convenings statewide where artists connect 
with each other across disciplines and 
geographies. Notably, Artist Trust launched 
the Spokane Project in 2016, hiring a Spokane 
Program Coordinator to focus on connecting 
with Eastern Washington artists through 
Artist Trust’s grants and programs. As a result 
of these efforts, Spokane GAP applicants 
increased by 45%, and GAP recipients 
increased by 50% from 2015 to 2016.

Artist Trust is committed to having a  
strong geographic presence across the  
state of Washington, and in 2016, we served 
over 3,100 people in 16 cities statewide.

Weaving Native American Plateau 
Art into the Fabric of Spokane
Artist Trust, in partnership with Gonzaga 
University’s Art Department, Native American 
Studies, and the Public Humanities Center, 
hosted a Town Hall event to explore ways in 
which art and public art can make Indigenous 
peoples of the Columbia Plateau (both past 
and present) more visible in Spokane. The 
event featured a panel discussion including 
the Spokane City Council President Ben 
Stuckart and local Native artist Jeff Ferguson.

A group of 
guest panelists including Capitol Hill 
Housing’s Michael Seiwerath and Seattle 
Art Commission’s Vivian Phillips offered 
insights and discussed how artists can 
leverage Seattle’s growth into opportunity.

Artist Trust is devoted to discovering and 
making visible current issues impacting the 
livelihood of working artists.

Town Halls provide opportunities for the arts 
community to gather and discuss the challenges 
artists currently face. In 2016, Artist Trust hosted 
two, in Seattle and Spokane, where panelists 
shared their expertise and available resources 
for artists.

In 2016, Artist Trust kicked off a year-long 
celebration of its 30th anniversary with a 
record-breaking annual Benefit Art Auction in 
February, raising more from this signature event 
than ever before. We kicked off the Campaign 
for a Creative Future—to fuel innovation and 
stabilize our grants for artists—raising more 
than 50% of our goal of $3.5 million.  We’ve 
been fortunate to receive a number of generous 
multi-year grants: The Tremaine Foundation, 
The Boeing Company, Amazon’s Literary 
Partnership, and The Dale & Leslie Chihuly 
Foundation, and also received continued 
funding from longstanding partners 4Culture, 
ArtsFund, ArtsWA, and the Seattle Office of Arts 
& Culture. Overall, 853 people, including 608 
members, supported Artist Trust in 2016—we 
couldn’t do it without you.
