Artist Trust envisions a future where artists throughout Washington State have access to the resources they
need to express their creative spirit and where artists are held in the highest esteem.

Mission Statement

Artist Trust is a not-for-profit organization whose sole mission is to support and encourage individual artists
working in all disciplines in order to enrich community life throughout Washington State.

To accomplish its mission, Artist Trust raises funds from an array of sources in order to:

A Give financial grants, through a peer review process, to individual artists working in the visual, performing,
media, literary, and interdisciplinary arts;

Serve as a professional information resource for artists and encourage artists to support each other; and,
Provide recognition and support for the contributions artists make to the lives of people of Washington State
and for the merit and integrity of artists' work.
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Grant Programs

Grants for Artist Projects (GAP) Program

The GAP Program provides support for artist-generated projects. GAP awards are open to artists of all
disciplines and offer a maximum of $1,500 for projects. GAP applications are accepted each year at the end of
February.

Artist Trust/Washington State Arts Commission Fellowship

The Fellowship Program awards $6,500 to practicing professional artists of exceptional talent and demonstrated
ability. Fellowships are awarded in two-year cycles with applications due in June. Please consult our website for
the upcoming year’s Fellowship categories.

Twining Humber Award for Lifetime Artistic Achievement

The Twining Humber Award offers a $10,000 award annually to a female, visual artist, over the age of 60 from
Washington State who has dedicated 25 or more years of her life to creating art. Eligible artists must be
nominated and nomination forms are accepted each year in January.
